Slide 7: Universal Design for Learning

· Began in architecture

· "Embedded features that help those with disabilities and eventually benefit everyone."
· Design from the outset rather than add-on

Slide 8: Universal Design

Examples

· Gutter crossings, ramps, automatic opening doors

· Television captions, word prediction, voice recognition

· GPS

· Easy grip tools

Slide 9: Universal Design

In the learning context this means

· multiple means of representation, engagement, expression

· What might this look like?

Tailoring instruction to meet individual needs:

· content 

· process 

· products

· learning environment

· assessment 

· flexible grouping

· Setting

· Timing

Slide 12: Presentation

How information is presented and made available can have a big impact on how accessible the curriculum is for all students.

Slide 13: Response

How is the student engaging in the content and demonstrating what they learned?

Slide 14: Setting

· In small groups

· Buddy group

· In class with peer support

· With additional equipment e.g. speech generating device, computer – word processing with Word Talk, PowerPoint with Power Talk, using the internet with Natural Reader

Slide 15: Timing

· Extra time to complete tasks

· Extend the waiting time for answers

· Reduce the number of tasks

· Alter the time of day that tasks are completed

Slide 17: English/Foundation Year/Literacy/Interpreting, analysing, evaluating/ACELY1648

Identify some differences between imaginative and informative texts

· talking about what is ‘real’ and what is imagined in texts 

· identifying and selecting texts for information purposes and commenting on how the text might help with a task 

Slide 18: Science/Year 6/Science Understanding/Physical sciences/ACSSU097

Electrical circuits provide a means of transferring and transforming electricity 

· recognising the need for a complete circuit to allow the flow of electricity 

· investigating different electrical conductors and insulators 

· exploring the features of electrical devices such as switches and light globes 

Slide 19: English/Year 10/Language/Language for interaction/ACELA1564

Understand how language use can have inclusive and exclusive social effects, and can empower or disempower people 

· identifying language that seeks to align the listener or reader (for example "of course", "obviously", "as you can imagine") 

· identifying the use of first person "I", "we" and second person pronouns "you" to distance or involve the audience, for example in a speech made to a local cultural community identifying references to shared assumptions 

· identifying appeals to shared cultural knowledge, values and beliefs reflecting on experiences of when language includes, distances or marginalises others 

Slide 20: Curriculum planning for diverse learners…

· Recognition of diversity as the norm

· Enabling all students to engage, participate and achieve in the curriculum

· Providing multiple opportunities for all students to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding
